LIFE GROUPS
We strongly encourage all adults to join one of our Life Groups. These meet regularly during the week, some in homes in Richmond and the surrounding area, and others at church. Most meet in the evening but some take place during the day. Every group is different. But common to all is learning through studying the Bible, worshipping God together, and reaching out with God’s love to those around us. For church members they are a key place to find care, support and encouragement, and to pray together. There is also a group for teenagers.
